other than those receiving a MEXT Scholarship. 
B) The applicant's grades for the previous year based on the calculation of the 

"Calculation Method for Grading Factors" have an evaluation coefficient of 2.30 
or higher*3. 

C) Applicants who are unable to participate in the program solely at their own 
expense due to financial reasons (in principle, those who meet the "*4 Family 
Finances Criteria"). Regardless of whether the applicant meets the criteria or 
not, he/she will be asked to submit an application form on his/her family's 
financial situation after passing the selection process). 

 
※1 Some programs have a separate grade limit. In addition, as a rule, international 

students are not allowed to study in their home countries. 
2 Those who will graduate from an undergraduate program or complete a graduate 

program in September 2024 and participate in a program that ends in August or later 
will not be eligible for scholarships or credits because they will not receive them in time
