Examination Items (varies depending on substances handled)
* Blood test

* Urinalysis

* Chest X-ray

* Medical interview

* Other necessary tests

Important Notes

* Those handling organic solvents must undergo the examination after using the substances, as urine
metabolite testing will be conducted.

* For toluene examination, please refrain from consuming the following from the day before:
- Fruits (berries, plums, citrus)
- Beverages containing benzoic acid
- Coffee and cold medicine

* If you are feeling unwell (e.g., fever over 37.5°C, cough, fatigue), please refrain from attending and
reschedule your appointment.

» Without an examination form, only the ionizing radiation examination can be taken on the day.

+ Organic solvent and specified chemical substance examinations require the designated form.

Results
- Results will be reported to academic supervisors approximately one month after the examination.
