Students, Faculty and Staff Not Allowed to Pass through the East Side Residents-only
Passageway on Ookayama Campus (Notice)

Students, faculty and staff are not allowed to pass through the east/west residents-only
passageway on the Ookayama Campus. Recently, we have received a comment from a
neighbor that there are many students, faculty and staff passing through the east side
residents-only passageway. Since this entrance passes through the private property of the
neighborhood residents, students, faculty, and staff are prohibited from using this entrance.
Therefore, we ask that you refrain from using this entrance and use the gate designated
by the university when entering and exiting the premises. In addition, students, faculty and
staff living in the neighborhood are also asked to refrain from using this entrance, in light
of the following circumstances.

Reference: Background of the East-West Residents-Only Passageway

(1) When the Institute moved to Ookayama in the early Showa period (1926-1989), it
constructed the east-west underground passage for the residents who had lived there
before the move. It has since been used over these several decades as an
indispensable road in the lives of residents on both the east and west sides.

(2) The abovementioned passage was constructed so that the campus was inaccessible
from the path. However, with the construction of the East Building No. 1 in 2003, the
underground passageway had to be demolished. As it was necessary to allow east
and west residents to pass through, a passageway through the campus for their
exclusive use was installed, instead of the underground passageway.

(3) Since then, students and faculty members have been prohibited from passing through
the service entrance, and residents of the neighborhood have been using it as a
passageway for their daily lives.
