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Language requirements

Eligibility to apply for the Exchange Program is limited to students who meet the requirements

described below.

1. For programs with courses taught in English

O JREsEZ# (Partner Univ. Requirement): For study at universities with strict language
requirements

Applicants must

- Meet or exceed the language requirements set by the host institution.

- Have a score of at least TOEFL-IBT 60 or IELTS 5.5, even if the host’s language requirement

is lower than these scores. (Partner universities that include TOEFL ITP scores in the List of

Partner Universities, ITP scores are also accepted.)

- Bring either TOEFL (iBT/ITP) or IELTS score, even if the partner university accepts TOEIC

SCores.

Separate from the requirements above, Tokyo Tech sets its own language proficiency

requirements.

o B S (Tokyo Tech Requirement S): Minimum TOEFL-iBT 75 or IELTS 6.0

For applicants to Seoul National University, Shanghai Jiao tong University, Hong Kong University
of Science and Technology, Nanyang Technological University, NUS, ETH, EPFL, UC Berkeley,
E cole Polytechnique, University of Geneva

(Partner universities that include TOEFL ITP scores in the List of Partner Universities, ITP scores

o FAEH A (Tokyo Tech Requirement A): Minimum TOEFL-IBT 65 or IELTS 6.0
For applicants to European universities, including those in Turkey, other than those listed above
(Partner universities that include TOEFL ITP scores in the List of Partner Universities, ITP scores

are also accepted.)

o FAEEL B (Tokyo Tech Requirement B): Minimum TOEFL-iBT 60 or IELTS 5.5

For applicants to Asian universities other than those listed above.

For acceptance of TOEFL iBT My Best Scores, please check the Partner University list.
(Partner universities that include TOEFL ITP scores in the List of Partner Universities, ITP scores

are also accepted.)
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2. For programs with courses taught in German, French, Chinese or other languages

Applicants must meet or exceed the language requirements set by the host institution and submit

evidence of their proficiency in the host country’s language.

* Effilgial English language test scores are also required. The interview will be conducted in
nglish.

* |f thfe Ip|>artner university does not specify its language requirements, the minimum requirement is
as follows:

German: Goethe B1, French: DELF B1, Chinese: HSK 4

* |f the partner university accepts a language evaluation letter signed by Tokyo Tech professors,
the applicant may ask a professor at the Foreign Language Section of the Institute for Liberal
Arts for an individual interview exam. Based on this result, the applicant can be exempted from
submitting official score sheets. Those who would like to take an interview exam administered
by the Foreign Language Section of the Institute for Liberal Arts, should contact the
Igte(rjrl}ational Student Exchange Division at least two weeks before the internal application

eadline.

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CEFR (Common European Framework of Reference for Languages)

The Common European Framework of Reference for Languages (CEFR) is an international

standard for describing language ability widely adopted in Europe and the United States. It

describes language ability on a six—point scale, from A1 for beginners, up to C2 for those who

have mastered a language. Each testing organization defines the level in the CEFR at which each

score is placed as shown in the table below.

Can understand with ease virtually everything heard or read. Can summarise information from
different spoken and written sources, reconstructing arguments and accounts in a coherent
presentation. Can express him/herself spontaneously, very fluently and precisely, differentiating

Can understand a wide range of demanding, longer texts, and recognise implicit meaning. Can
express him/herself fluently and spontaneously without much obvious searching for
expressions. Can use language flexibly and effectively for social, academic and professional
purposes.

controlled use of organisational patterns, connectors and cohesive devices.

Can understand the main ideas of complex text on both concrete and abstract topics, including
technical discussions in his/her field of specialisation.

viewpoint on a topical issue giving the advantages and disadvantages of various options.

Can understand the main points of clear standard input on familiar matters regularly
encountered in work, school, leisure, etc. Can deal with most situations likely to arise whilst
travelling in an area where the language is spoken. Can produce simple connected text on
topics which are familiar or of personal interest. Can describe experiences and events, dreams,

hopes & ambitions and briefly give reasons and explanations for opinions and plans.

Can understand sentences and frequently used expressions related to areas of most immediate
relevance (e.g. very basic personal and family information, shopping, local geography,
employment). Can communicate in simple and routine tasks requiring a simple and direct
exchange of information on familiar and routine matters.

of his/her background, immediate environment and matters in areas of immediate need.

A1

Can understand and use familiar everyday expressions and very basic phrases aimed at the
satisfaction of needs of a concrete type. Can introduce him/herself and others and can ask and
answer questions about personal details such as where he/she lives, people he/she knows and
things he/she has. Can interact in a simple way provided the other person talks slowly and

clearly and is prepared to help.

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Selections Process at Tokyo Tech

® Initial screening of application materials

The selections committee will review the application materials and examine both the applicant’s
motivation to study abroad and proposed study plan. Applicants who pass the initial screening will
receive an interview. The committee will also take into account course grades at Tokyo Tech in
order to assess the early year undergraduate applicants’ ability to follow the coursework at the

host university.

® |Interview

The interview is intended for the selections committee to further assess the applicant’s
motivation for study abroad, ability to make plans, and communication skills level. B4 and graduate
student applicants will also be assessed on their research abilities. The interview will be conducted

in English and Japanese, and if applicable, in the local language.

® First and Second Choice Universities
The selections committee will screen each applicant for their suitability to participate in the

program at the partner university they list as their first choice. If an applicant is not selected for
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nomination to the program at their first-choice university, the committee will assess their

suitability for the program at their second-choice university.
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Studying at partner universities

® Joining a lab

Applicants may be able to join a lab when they participate in the program at certain partner
universities.

In such cases, it is the applicant’s responsibility to identify and contact a potential host lab on
their own, prior to applying to the program. Those intending to do research while on the
program must submit with their application documents copies of emails or other
communication to prove that they have begun communicating with a potential host lab at the
partner university. If your main focus is to take classes and belonging to a laboratory is

optional, you may start contacting host labs after passing the internal screening.

® (Credits
Whether or not students can earn credits abroad depends on the host university. Before
applying for the Program, those who wish to earn credits are encouraged to confirm whether

or not they can earn credits at their intended host university.

® (Credit recognition
Credits earned from partner universities may be recognized as credits at Tokyo Tech only
under certain conditions. Those would like to obtain Tokyo Tech recognition of credits
earned from a partner university are encouraged to consult with their Academic Supervisor

well in advance of departure.

® Acquisition of Tokyo Tech credits during studying abroad
With the approval of their Academic Supervisor, participants in the program can acquire
some credits from Tokyo Tech (i.e.. Seminar (382%) credits) while they study abroad .
Students interested in acquiring Tokyo Tech credits during study abroad should consult their
Academic Supervisor well in advance of departure. However, it is also possible to receive
credit for courses taken at the host university under the English name of the course. Please
note that credit cannot be granted for courses taken in different programs (e.g., graduate
school students taking undergraduate courses).
In addition, when applying for credit recognition after the completion of your study abroad
program, you may need to submit an original transcript from your host university, so be sure
to obtain one.
Some scholarships require credit approval, so it is necessary to confirm this as well.
X Notation on the transcript for courses which the student received credit from host

university

- In the case of a course that has been approved under the name of a course at Tokyo Tech,
the grade will be entered as “approved” under the name of the course.

- In the case of a course that has been approved under the name of a course at the host
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university, the grade should be entered as “approved” under the name of the course (in
English).
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Scholarships for Study Abroad

There are very few scholarships for study abroad that international students without the right of
permanent residence in Japan are eligible to receive through Tokyo Tech.

Therefore, we strongly recommend that such students seek scholarships or funding on their own.

The following are examples of scholarships that may be available.

® Scholarships offered by partner universities
Some partner universities offer scholarships to exchange students, but the conditions may
change each year. Details will be provided after nominated students receive their acceptance

letter from the host institution.

For example:
i . TU Berlin
Students starting in Winter Semester have a chance to receive a TU Berlin Scholarship.

The amount of grant funding depends on TU Berlin.

i . RWTH Aachen University

A scholarship of 500 EUR/month (for a maximum of 5 months) is available for 1 student.

® Government/foundation type scholarships
For example:
Students going to Switzerland have a chance to apply for a Heyning—Roelli Foundation
scholarship.

As some documents need to be signed by head of International Student Exchange Div.,
students interested in this scholarship should contact the International Student Exchange

Division before applying to the program.

® Tokyo Tech Fund (Tokodai-Kikin)
This scholarship is offered only when the budget is available.

The amount and duration vary depending on available funds.

Selection Policy
Candidates in the earliest rounds of recruitment for the Exchange Program receive the highest
priority for the scholarship. Of those, the candidates who have the highest Tokyo Tech GPAs

among those who applied in the same round of recruitment are selected for the scholarship.
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Costs of Study Abroad

While Tokyo Tech students are exempt from paying tuition to the partner university where they
study during the program, they do have to pay other expenses, including airfare, accommodation,

and insurance fees. Prospective applicants should refer to participants’ reports and other

information available on the Tokyo Tech website to learn how much to budget for study abroad.
Accommodation expenses vary greatly from one university to another. We strongly recommend
that prospective applicants use the internet or other means to investigate the costs of study
abroad at the partner universities in this program.

Therefore, students should give careful consideration to funding their study abroad before

applying to this program.

The following are examples of accommodation and insurance costs at particular partner
universities.

-Georgia Tech:USD 7,800 or more (per semester)

-University of Washington:USD 900 to 1400 (per month)

-ETH:CHF 300 to 1,000 (per month)

-KTH:SEK 2,300 or more (per month)

- Technical University of Denmark :DKK 2,500 DKK or more (per month)

- The University of Melbourne.:about AUD 8,000 (on-campus accommodation for 6 months);

AUD 5,000 (off-campus apartment for 6 months)
- Tsinghua Univ.: CNH 40 (per day)
-KAIST:KRW 91,000 or more (per month)

Health insurance
-Georgia Tech:about USD 550 or more (per semester)
-ETH:CHF 100 to 200 (per month)
-Universities in Germany: About EUR 65 (per month),

Technical University Munich: about EUR 90 to 95 (per month)
-University of Melbourne:about AUD 50 (per month)
-Strasbourg University :about EUR 215 (per year)

-TU Wien:about EUR 60 (per month)

In general, the cost of living is quite high in Northern Europe, Switzerland, the U.S. and Australia.
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B2 A2 DLV T (When should you study abroad?)
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—— When deciding where to study, examine the academic schedules of partner universities (the
beginning and end of semesters, exam periods and so on) as well as schedule for your thesis and
job hunting. For instance, in Australia and Singapore, the new academic year generally begins at
a time when the second quarter exams are scheduled at Tokyo Tech.

—--Check requirements by partner universities such as minimum years of study at Tokyo Tech.
—--Generally, undergraduate students will take courses in a wide range of subjects, while
graduate students take courses in their specialization or conduct their own research.

--In many cases, students studying abroad for a year may have to extend their enrollment period
at Tokyo Tech while students studying abroad for half a year may not. Please consult with your
supervisor or academic advisor and carefully consider your study plan and required courses at
Tokyo Tech.

—--For those who plan to study abroad during the second or third year of undergraduate studies,
consult with your academic advisor whether you could satisfy requirements at Tokyo Tech and
whether you could keep up with studies at a partner university abroad. Likewise, for senior

undergraduates, make sure that you have sufficient time to complete your graduation thesis.
